Share Main Gallery during JUNE
The Firehouse Gallery and the Waimea Arts Council 
presents a tandem show with Ann Sheftic and Cheryl 

Ans for the month of June. 
Ann Sheftic captures the 
expressions of the beauty 
that surrounds her in 
pastels and oils. Cheryl 
Ans will be exhibiting three-
dimensional pieces in clay, 

driftwood and found items with mosaic, handmade tile 
and glass. These new works have been fun experiments 
to see how far the mediums could be pushed.

Anne ShefticӚs þrst experience with creating art 
was in Manila during high school. A private instructor 
introduced her to pastel and oil painting. She still has 
her very þrst pastel painting which is a depiction of 
coconuts. College and the business of earning a living 
interrupted her artistic pursuits until she again turned to 
art as a means of relaxation while running her Certiþed 
Public Accounting practice.  She was privileged to study 
under Shizue (Cheeko) Douglas, an accomplished 
Japanese artist who encouraged her students to explore 
pastel, oil, acrylic and watercolor. Sheftic then attended 
Auburn University for two semesters taking drawing 
and design classes before moving to the Big Island.  
Since she has lived in Hawaii she has had the privilege 
of working under the instruction of Vincent Callagher, 
Gerald Murai, Vicki Penny Rohner, Kitty Wallis, and Elþe 
Wilkins Naught.

Anne Sheftic has had her paintings accepted into the 
Paciþc International Pastel Society 2005 show at Wailoa 
Center which was juried by Kitty Wallis. Her work has 
also been juried into the 2004 Zoo Show at Wailoa 
Center, the 2004 Canoe Show at East Hawaii Cultural 
Center, the 2005 Hilo in Our HӚarts show held at Wailoa 
Center, the 2005 Women ArtistӚs of the Big Island also 
at Wailoa Center, and the 2005 Fall All HawaiӚi Juried Art 
Exhibition at East Hawaii Cultural Center.

In addition, Sheftic has shown her work at the Hilo 
Yacht Club, KoehnenӚs Interiors, and participated in

TEA ART: This First Annual Juried Art Show at the 
Waimea Arts Council is the start of a long-running 
annual shows stretching far beyond the thirty-year 
history WAC celebrates this year. The show continues 
through Saturday, May 27th.

Prizes totaling $1100 were given to a near dozen 
entrants with the Best of Show award ($300) going 
to KATHLEEN JAEGER (of Kona) for her imaginative 
acrylic painting on wood titled: òDual-i-Teaó. Second 
Place went to RANI DENISE ULRICH (also from 
Kona) for her watercolor executed with tints made from 
powdered green tea and titled òIs There Any Left for 
Me?ó

 Three Third Place awards ($100 each) were given to 
FW HENDRIKS (Waikoloa), LYNN CAPELL (Holualoa), 
and SANDRA WOODFORD (Hilo).

Each of the two distinguished JurorӚs for this special 
premier collection chose a piece for the JurorӚs Choice 
awards ($100 each). Pudding Lassiter selected JEN 
WOODBURY (Kona) for a slumped glass bowl patterned 
with a tea leaf design while Francis Zee chose PERRY 
POLICICCHIO (Hilo) for his carved wooden manӚs tea 
bowl made from sugi pine burl.

Honorable mentions ($25) went to CHERYL ANS 
(Hilo), DIANE RENCHLER (Hilo), KATHLEEN KAM 
(Hilo) and MICHAEL OLSON (Kona). Each winner 
was given their prize amid applause from surrounding 
friends and family. Sponsors for prizes in attendance 
included Sarah Charles of TIOLI Creative Center in 
Kona and Bill Pink of IRONWOOD Custom Framing 
in Waimea.

Chairperson starting June 1. This volunteer position will also 
be able to vote as a member of the Waimea Arts Council Board 
of Directors. This person needs have a passion for the arts, be 
able to organize small projects involving teams and volunteers, 
and should to have a basic understanding of marketing.

Jay West took over this position last Spring and has set 
the stage for continued success of the Firehouse Gallery. 
She says òAll the members have been doing an excellent 
job operating the gallery on a daily basis. When I came on 
board I saw a lack of vision and direction. I still have projects 
that need to be completed so I will not totally abandon the 
arts council. I would like to train someone to take over and 
continue the forward momentum.ó  

Jay West has volunteered as our Gallery Chair during 
the past year, going over and beyond her duties while 
bringing a new energy to the Gallery. Now itӚs time for 
her to move on to her next adventure. Jay has lived in 
Waimea for the past 20 years, founding her graphics 
business and building her career as an artist. She joined 
WAC in the late 1980s and built up a relationship with the 
arts council having her þrst show there in the early 1990s. 

Like so many long-time community members, she and her 
husband Dennis Cigainero have decided itӚs time to move 
from paradise. òItӚs the timingó, she tells us, òthe pluses of 
moving outweigh the minuses.ó They are looking at a move 
to NW Arkansas where the cost of living is much less and 
Dennis has family. Jay is checking out the art communities in 
the area.

We wonӚt write Jay off totally because she canӚt move until 
their home is sold. Their 3-acre dry side property in a garden-
like setting is for sale at $795k. The property has two homes 
on its and includes a very large building she has been using as 
a studio, plus a geodesic dome that former owner and WAC 
artist-member Carolyn Ainsworth used as her studio. If you or 
anyone you know is looking for Waimea property contact Jay 
at 882-7520, or email her at: artglass@hawaiiantel.net.
