2015 YOUTH ART SHOW RULES OF ENTRY 

PLEASE READ THOROUGHLY! 
1. Entries will be for GRADE LEVELS 6 through 12 (including home schooled students 

ages 11 through 17). Open to students in the Hamakua, North and South Kohala 
Districts only. Original in any medium, one entry per student; work must have been 
completed  during this school year, and cannot have received an award in any other 
competition.  (Pay close attention to sizes and other instructions below.) 

 
2. NOTE:  ALL ENTRIES will be subject to acceptance according to space 

available.  Parents and art instructors will please assist with careful choices; our 
gallery is small and ENTRY IS NO GUARANTEE OF EXHIBITION.  

 
3. Art must be READY TO HANG:  Please DO NOT SUBMIT WORK ON PAPER 

unless it is securely framed, matted, or mounted to cardboard. PLEASE, NO 
GLASS. Size may not exceed 28" x 28" for two dimensional art; any sort of sculpture 
or 3-dimensional free-standing art must fit on an 18" pedestal. 

4. Each entry must be marked on the BACK, BOTTOM, OR WITH A TAG as follows: 
1. Title of the piece and the Medium (Please encourage students to title the 

work!) 
2. Name of the artist 
3. Age and Grade Level of the artist 
4. Address AND PHONE # of the artist 
5. Name of the School, AND/OR Name of the Art Teacher 
6. OR Designate as “HOME-SCHOOLED”  
 

5. Teachers or parents: YOU MUST SIGN ENTRY FORMS when art is submitted.

1. Art may be delivered to the Waimea Art Center, across from Waimea Chevron, 

BETWEEN 11:00 a.m. AND 3:00 p.m. beginning Wednesday, February 25. Juried 
art will be on display at the Firehouse Gallery in Waimea from WEDNESDAY  
MARCH 4TH, THROUGH SATURDAY, MARCH 21st. 

2. A reception and awards ceremony for the artists and their families and teachers will 
be held SUNDAY, March 8TH from 3:00 pm-5:00 pm. 

3. Winners will be announced to the media on MARCH 2ND; teachers or parents will be 
notified by telephone.
